BEAUTYBERRY

“Profusion”

callicarpa Cluster of violet-purple berries borne on arching stems in late summer.
Gorgeous in a mass. Likes full sun. Very easy to grow. Cut to ground in spring and
back it comes. Grows to 4 to 6 feet. Color when little else is blooming. See Hidden
Hill specimen.

BLACKHAW VIBURNUM

Native tree or suckering shrub with white-yellow flowers and purple-red fall color and
blue-black drupe. If you're looking for natives, this is one of best. Wet or dry, good
soil or poor. Most happy at edge of woods.

BOTTLEBRUSH BUCKEYE

Aesculus parviflora One of the best shrubs ever for blooms in a shady place. The
shrub gets 8 to 10 feet tall, with tall, spiky, 12-inch “bottlebrush” blooms on a
suckering, but still loveable shrub. Nice yellow fall leaf color. Does well in sun, too.
Wet or dry areas. Adaptable. See Hidden Hill specimen.

CLETHRA

“Ruby Spice”

anifolia Wait until you get a whiff of this pink-flowered beauty in late-summer
perfume. Can grow to six feet. The sweet smell will stop you dead in your garden
tracks. Tolerant of almost all conditions but deep shade. Sniff it once and you’ll
buy more.

DEUTZIA

“Magician”

Deutzia hybrida A dense, arching shrub that grows 6 to 8 feet tall that offers a
shower of bell-shaped pink and white blossoms for weeks in late spring. Full sun to
part shade. Low maintenance. Prune back to keep happy.



“Sikes Dwarf"”

Hydrangea quercifolia Named for Sarah Sikes, this little beauty will provide all the
oak leaf hydrangea glory you want in a four-foot package. Great white blooms, great
leaves, exfoliating bark, purple fall color. Full to part sun. Fine accent plant.

“"Kumson”

Forsythia Koreana A very unusual forsythia in that its variegated green and silver-
veined leaves add interest to the plant after the yellow March blooms are gone.
Actually prefers some mixed shade to keep it most happy. Variegation often more
pronounced in spring and fall. Grows 4 to 5 feet, but just cut back after blooming.
NOT fussy about soil. Another conversation starter.

abelia grandiflora This WAY UNDERUSED shrub requires nothing but a good
planting. It has glossy leaves, will work well in partial shade, plays well with others
and has pink flowers from mid-summer to frost.

corylus avellana A very unusual contorted filbert with curlicue limbs. An
outstanding speciman tree, especially in winter. Yellow catkins in spring. Thick green
leaves in summer. Can grow to 10 feet. Makes a real statement in sun or partial
shade. See Hidden Hill specimen.

“"Henry’s Garnet”

itea virginica A useful shrub that loves wet areas. Offers small, fragrant white
flowers and great purple-red fall color. Will do fine in other areas with watering.
Likes sun - can adapt to shade if kept watered. Grows to about 3 to 4 feet tall.
Very pleasing

japonica plenaflora A double flowering shrub with nice yellow flowers on bright
green stems. It flowers well in partial shade, adding to its landscape value. Old
fashioned and easy to care for — another underused shrub. Prune after flowering by
removing old canes.

“"Pink Cascade”

Lespedeza thunbergii Another great cultivar, this arching shrub fills the late-
summer air with a pink fountain of color. Will arch to 5 feet. VERY easy to grow.
Beautiful leaf. Likes hot and dry. Cut to ground each spring and stand back.

“"SPRING GROVE"

Lespedeza thunbergii Our all-time “"What's that?” plant, the lespedeza is a tall,
late-summer, lacy-leaf shrub to five feet with cool leaves, incredible arching stems
and purple-pink flowers. Great in hot, tough places. Just cut to ground in early
spring.



“Satin Violet”

hibiscus syriacus As the name implies, this Old Fashioned Favorite has satin-violet
blooms on a shrub to 10 feet. Easy to grow and lovely to look at, the Rose of Sharon
needs full sun and little else. The trick to making it bloom is cut it by at least half
every year. Perfect answer a backyard living hedge.

“Chinese snowball”

macrocephalum Easily the most interesting bloom of ANY at Hidden Hill, a huge,
white, beguiling monster about 8 to 10 inches across. Likes sun to part shade and
a little sheltered site. A big shrub that can reach 10 feet. A SHOW STOPPER! See
Hidden Hill specimen - or photo.

“Winterthur” Rounded, multi-stemmed native shrub with fragrant white flowers.
Interesting berries change from pink to blue to black as you watch. Maroon to dark
purple fall color. All in all a real hard-working plant. Easy to grow. Grows to 6 feet.
Full sun or part shade. Does well in wet areas. See Hidden Hill specimen.

Pink flowers fade to white on this six -foot shrub with green-white variegated leaves.
It puts on a show even after the blooms are gone. Best in full sun. Easy to prune
and keep in place. Nice plant for tough areas. Low maintenance.

“Ogon”/“Mellow Yellow"”

Spiraea thunbergii Deciduous shrub to 4 feet with bright white flowers in early
spring, but then offers a pale yellow shrub the rest of year. Good accent plant to 5
feet. Full sun. Prune right after blooming to keep it in shape.
